The mission of Scambieuropei is to
provide and promote mobility opportunities for young people in order to help them improve their work
and/or educational skills. It undertakes several initiatives to promote and enhance active European

citizenship, intercultural communication, social integration, media and journalism.

Scambieuropei also serves as a recruiter and professional mediator, helping match young adults
seeking employment with European companies and NGOs, activating EVS and internships throughout
Europe. One of our main objectives is to promote the concept of “European citizenship” through the
exchange of good practices and multicultural learning.
