expression, which faciitate broader parficipation of local
communiies in formulafing the development and
change prioriies.

Where young people and the younger generation in
migrant societfies endure  a double identity confiict, the
fist; is between the mental image of the motherand
which they lost the basic connection with, and the
second is the host community in which they do not feel a
complefe belonging, which reinforces the demand for
therr involvement in major roles in the integration process
within the host societies.

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Moving Stories

Throughout conflicts, women encountering a
significant burden as it is not only dealing with
the asylum process but also facing a different
social and cultural context. In many cases, social
roles within the family change, traditional social
safety nets disappear, in that case, women have
to face themselves -as they are accustomed to —
vis a vis an imposed social self. This is as well,
associated with the conditions of women locally.
Sometimes women think that they are in a more
open reality, yet they collide with the restrictions
that can take different forms of the power that
society imposes over women's bodies.

Torracha in cooperation with Institut francais
d'Egypt had produced (Moving Stories)a
storytelling and dancing show that addressed
the stories of women who came from different
territories due to wars and conflicts or as a result
of different social condifions and are currently
residing in Alexandria alongside women already
residing in Alexandria. Where the show was
based on collecting the stories of these women
and reformulating them through the workshops
to reconfigure their stories and weave them into
one performance that embodies both ideas of
the internal and external conflict that women
are facing. We meant to support these women
to face their deepest fears and overcome them
,as those woman fransition didn't represent a
spatial transition only, but rather each women
carried a legacy of her habits and standards,
and those women swing between stability and
movement to keep pace with new assumptions
in a different environment through their quest to
achieve balance, the show was based on re-
creating those women's stories and presenting
them in a lively arfistic way- with the
participation of specialized arfists- we aim to
promote those women to perform their stories
directly in front of the audience by using art as a
tool for confrontation and emancipation.

support", empowerment of
